(June 30 Tuesday 1824 In a ruled margin)
Having made an agreement with Captain Fisk, of the Fieden (Peace) Sloop to sail with us, our carriage & Luggage on the 11th of July, for Dantzic, for 35 Ducats, including all expenses of shipping & landing the carriage ~ We left Stockholm this morning at 5 for Upsala where we arrived about 10 o’clock. The morning was cold & wet ~ the scenery similar to much we have previously passed, though there was rather more cultivated ground, on some parts of which the crops were looking fine, particularly of rye ~ At the last Post house where we changed horses, there was a fine hop garden ~ We have passed today a great many small waggons drawn by Oxen, as in the Province of Orebro. ~ About the middle of the last stage we crossed a Ferry near to which lay a small sloop, the Captain of which drowned himself yesterday & his body was not found when we passed, though they have been dragging for it ever since. ~ Upsala lies in the middle of an extensive tract of flat, cleared country. ~ It is a pretty town & contains a number of good looking houses, independent of its Public Buildings, which are numerous ~ and include ~ the Cathedral, Palace, and the Buildings connected with the University. ~ We were shown over the Cathedral soon after our arrival. ~ The old Cathedral was destroyed by Fire in the 12th Cent’y & the Present structure erected in the 13th Cent’y under the direction of Bonniville, a Frenchman, after the model of the Church of Notre Dame at Paris ~ It is built of red brick, & has 2 square towers at the West and surmounted by Copper Domes. ~ The exterior is by no means handsome as it is almost devoid of decoration, excepting the three entrances, at the West end & the N & S Transept, which are handsome Gothic Arches, made of Native Marble, & that to the S. Transept ornamented with numerous small figures of Saints ~ besides one of a larger size in the middle of the Entrance ~ which separates the double doors ~ The interior is very neat whitewashed all over & adorned with a fine organ, Altar Piece & Pulpit, besides numerous tombs, most of which are in Chapels in the side aisles ~ The roof is groined & very lofty & is supported by numerous columbs (sic columns) of large diameter ~ Amongst the Tombs I noticed particularly those of John IIIrd  & his Wife ~ The statue of the former was executed in Rome, but was shipwrecked on its way to Sweden near Dantzic, & was not discovered for 60 years. The next cemetery contains 3 plain monuments of the Stuses, who were murdered by Eric the XIVth ~~

The next contains the tomb of Saint Birgitta (?) or Brigata ~ a large flat stone sculptured ~ Immediately behind the Altar at the East end, is the splendid monument of Gustavus Vasa & his two first Wives, Catharine & Margaret: his third wife also lies there, but there is no statue of her. ~ At each corner of the Monument are Pyramids or Obelisks ~  which I believe are of plaster & round the sides of the Tomb, are the Arms of the different provinces, together with the Royal Arms ~ richly gilt, & some inscriptions, which I had not time to copy ~~ On the South side there are 2 beautiful modern monuments, the one of Minnander Archbishop of Upsala ~ who died in 1786 ~ The other of Carl Degeer & his Wife, which indeed is 3 monuments; there being 2 of green & white Swedish Marble of this shape (there follows a tiny sketch of a Sarcophagus on legs) & of large size & a third, which is a bust of Carl executed at Rome & mounted on a fluted shaft of fine dark marble, with a base of Sienna Marble ~~ At the West end, a little to the North, is the tomb of the great Linnaus ~ a plain stone on the floor with the following inscription: marks the spot.

Saw the Museum of the Wittenskaps Akademie in the Stora ny Gatan. Collection of stuffed birds fine ~ Went to a Ball at the Bron Hus. Company not very numerous, Ladies not well dressed & Dancing bad. ~~
(Thursday July 8th In a ruled margin)

At home all day writing letters. ~~~

(Friday July 9th In a ruled margin)

Paid a second visit to the Akademie with Mr Palmstedt (a partner of Prof. Berzeluis ~ in the manufacture of dyes at Gripsholm) ~ Saw the Apartments & Laboratory of Berzeluis who resides in the house, but is out of town ~ he is gone to Norway to meet Davy & Woollaston, who are on a scientific voyage in a Steam boat furnished them by government ~ Dined at the Salle Kapit ~ I accompanied Mr P. in the evening to the Observatory, which stands on an eminence on the north side of the City at the head of the Drottening Gatan. ~ Instruments few & not very first rate. ~ Fine views of the city from the top. ~~
(Saturday July 10th In a ruled margin)

Packing all morning. ~ Went with Mr Melrode in a Boat to Mr Molls at Huronlstag, met a large party to dinner, amongst the rush a loquacious Frenchman ~~ returned at 9.

(Sunday July 11th In a ruled margin)

Went on board the Fieden at 12 & got under weigh immediately with a fair wind ~ (Captain a Fisk & his fair friends) Felix Papinger Itinerant Tailor ~ Little Adolf & his dog ~ Jock Rosindall with us to the furthest point of the Dur Garden, where he left us; Gave him a letter of recommendation as follows ~~~
John Rosindall, having accompanied us through a considerable part of Sweden, in the capacity of Coachman, Valet and Secretary, and acquitted himself much to our satisfaction, we feel pleasure in recommending him to any gentleman in want of a travelling Factotum.

(Thursday July 15th In a ruled margin)

Arrived at Dantzic about ½ past 10 this evening after a Passage of average length, during which nothing particular occurred, saving a stiffish gale or two and the usual accompaniments of sickness and a whole train of miseries attendant on a sea voyage. ~ Though we had rough weather part of the time, we were fortunate enough to escape a storm which has done great damage in the gulf of Datzic: ~~~ F. set up his tabernacle on the Deck & in the Cabin, which swarmed with Bugs, & I pitched myself in the Carriage with which I should have been blown over board sundry times but for a good rope ~~~~ The approach to Dantzic is through a narrow channel on the West of a small Island, on which the French erected batteries to storm the Town. ~~~ It is called the Fairwater & has a wooden pier on each side, above an English mile in length ~ At the upper end it joins the river by locks ~ From this place the river winds up 4 miles to the Town ~ & here we left our floating quarters & drove to Das Deutsche Haus in the Langer Markt accompanied by an intelligent little Pilot boy as guide, having thro’ the politeness of an inspector, each got a bag examined it being past the hours for clearing. ~~~~

(Friday July 16th In a ruled margin)

Our quarters not so good as at Stockholm, but the best in the Town ~ (eider down quilts, not good things, too hot, & readily unshipped) ~ Our lodgings being on the ground floor, 2 or 3 of the Barber Genus popped in their heads, to offer their services in the various branches of their professions, which not needing we begged to decline. ~~~ Walked about the Town in our short coats (our others not being arrived) to the admiration of surrounding multitudes. ~~~ A very animated scene constantly presents itself before our windows ~ from whence we have an excellent opportunity of judging manners, Physiognomy & Costume ~ Jews with broad brimmed hats, fur coats & cloaks, and beards that the oldest amongst ten thousand goats might envy, swarm like locusts, and with the rest of the Merchants, seem to prefer transacting their worldly affairs in the open air, to an Exchange, though they have one here of no ordinary kind. ~ The Exchange is only used on Post Days.

Dined at the Restauration in the house & in the afternoon cleared our luggage at the Custom House, which we did, without any difficulty ~ Took a stroll in the evening to the Boulevard (Langenfurstchy Allee) on the Berlin Road, which is above a mile & a quarter in length ~ planted in a straight line with 4 rows of lime trees, and a broad road in the middle ~ There are also 2 or 3 small plantations within the outer gates, with seats, walks &c which are much resorted to ~~~

Fine carving in stone on the fronts of many of the houses particularly in the Lange Gasse & Langer Markt ~~

Long Waggons with loads of Flour, Wood, &c &c have 4 horses with the driver sitting on the near wheeler ~~~
(Saturday July 17th In a ruled margin)

Market Day ~ Town full of peasants, ~ The women have mostly handkerchiefs on their heads ~ & some of them coarse red or blue petticoats, very full & plaited. ~~~ Live poultry in great abundance, as well as Meat, Fruit, Vegetables & flowers. ~~~~ There are 3 or 4 markets, but the one before our windows appears the largest. ~~~ After dinner were shown over the Cathedral Church of St Mary which is well worth inspection. ~~ It is built of brick & has nothing very striking on the outside, except its size & very high narrow windows. ~ It was begun in 1333 and was 104 years building. ~~~ The interior is very handsome & richly ornamented. ~~ The roof, which is groined, is 104 feet high & is supported by 24 massive clustered columns, & between the groining is studded with gilt stars ~ At the E end is a very rich carved altar piece, and at the N an elegant organ of great size, beneath which is a richly chased rectagonal bronze font, made in Antwerp & surrounded by a massive chased railing of the same material. ~~~ None of the Tombs are particularly striking, but in one of the chapels on the North side there is a painting which is highly prized ~ It was executed by Johan v Eyck at Danzig in 1534 & consists of a centre & 2 folding wings, on the exterior of which are portraits of the Artist & his wife in the attitude of prayer, but not painted by him. ~~ I did not take the exact size, but think the painting with the wings may be 5 feet by 6ft. ~ The subject is the Resurrection, Judgement & Condemnation. ~ In the centre is the Angel Michael weighing with a pair of scales the bodies of men & women many of whom are seen rising from tombs in the background. ~~ A “light weight” in his left scale is about to be consigned to the same place as his predecessor, who appears as tho’ he had been struck out of the scale, like a sovereign by a bankers Clerk and is about to be put in motion by an Imp with a red hot pitchfork. ~~ In the right scale is a figure weighing it to the ground & several thus equally heavy standing by. ~~ Above the Angel, sitting on a luminous circle & with his feet resting on a gilt ball, is the figure of Christ with a lily on the right of his head & a flaming sword on the left, surrounded by the 12 Apostles, St Mary & John the Baptist resting on clouds & above them 4 Angels bearing the instruments with which Christ was tortured, viz; the Crown of thorns, hammer, & nails, ~  reed ~ crop & thongs &c, below the Apostles are 2 other Angels, 1 on each side, blowing a trump. ~~~ In the left wing to the right of the Angel, stands St Peter without the Gate of Heaven with his Key, receiving the blessed, amongst the foremost of which stands a pope & 2 or 3 Cardinals, though the Artist has had the liberality to insert a Negro. ~~~ The Gate, which is of light stone work, is richly sculptured & adorned with figures in niches & surmounted by a Heavenly Choir: the style is a mixture of Norman & Gothic. ~~~ The subject represented in the other wing, is the punishment of the damned & the execution is so to the life, as to be truly horrible. The expression of every shade & degree of grief & anguish (tears) & the figures of the Devil & his Imps with their hot tools beggar description: ~ As regards execution it appears to me to be richly coloured and very highly finished throughout, but tho’ there is abundance of good expression in the figures the drawing is rather hard & the Anatomy bad. ~~~ The reflection of the surrounding scene in the globe & splendid breastplate of the Angel is well managed, as is his robe & that of some of the other Angels. ~~~~ The Picture was retouched in 2 or 3 places in 1718 by Christopher Krey. (Parts of the cheeks of 3 small Angels in the sky & a little white cloud) ~~~ Between 2 of the 4 columns which support the central arch, about one third from the top, is a colossal figure of the Crucifixion & the Apostle John & St Mary, 1 on each side. ~~ On the N. side, close to the door, is a curious Astronomical Instrument which was moved by clockwork, but has not gone for 300 years. ~ In the sides are little watch boxes, in which 6 figures of the Apostles used alternately to keep guard, with the rest of their Mess, ~ they are not on duty now ~ Below is a large circular Calendar, long since out of date.~~
Walked in the evening among the rising ground behind the outer ramparts. ~ The Country to the East of the town very flat, but on the West & South rises considerably & is very picturesque. There is a watering place called (gap left for name, which has not been entered) on the Gulf about (gap) miles from town which is much resorted to at this time of year. ~ The houses in almost all the streets in the town, at least the older parts, are decorated with carvings, but particularly in the Lange Gasse and the Langer Markt. ~ The former is a long narrow street leading to the latter from the Hohe Thor or high gate, and almost every house in it, is richly ornamented with sculptured stone, & has 2 large balls of Granite before the door, with a mixture of iron & polished brass railing to separate it from the next. ~ The houses in the Langer Markt are very fine in their way also & there is one, two doors from our hotel which is the most beautiful in the town. ~  It is covered from top to bottom with figures & devices & surmounted by statues. ~ Close to this house is the Exchange, the exterior of which is handsome. It is a square building, adjoining others, of no great size, with a groined roof supported by 4 pillars, & has formerly been very handsome, but at present looks shabby, a consequence of the bad condition of the pictures, which have been some of them injured by French bombs &c ~ A narrow pannel on which were processions, Scriptures & other historical subjects &c were formerly around the whole room, just at the top of the wainscot, but (a) great part of it is gone. ~~ above this are 6 large paintings or rather dawbs. ~~~ In the centre of the room stands a Statue of Stanislaus King of Poland erected in 1750 by the citizens of Danzig.~~~ There are (gap) Gates to the town, but the Hohe Thor is the principle one, & very strong. ~ On the outside it is very handsome ~ Just within the gate there is a large building called (gap for name) with a high tower. Near the gate on the left, at the end of the Kohlen Markt there is a handsome little Theatre, quite modern & built in Grecian style with a copper dome. ~ It is at present closed. ~~ Close to the Exchange, at the corner of the Lange Gasse, is the Town Hall, a curious square building of dark brick, with turrets & small windows and a square tower, surmounted by a most elegant & lofty Copper Spire. ~~ Within a few yards of the Theatre stands the (gap left for name) the 2 fronts of which are richly ornamented ~ It is a very large building. ~~~
Danzig is strongly fortified all round, but on the East side is commanded by a hill, which is also fortified & in the hands of an enemy would render the next useless. ~~~~~     
An enormously fat old colonel, who lives exactly opposite comes over to sup & smoke every night, & brings his own wine. ~ In person a Facsimile of Sir J. Falstaff. ~~ Convinced from experience that it is a great mistake to suppose that persons can travel over Europe with French tongues alone.  
(Sunday July 18th In a ruled margin)

Parade of Military and Music before our Hotel at 11 this morning ~ There are at the present time 5000 troops, Cavalry & Infantry, in the town, quartered on the inhabitants ~ They are for the most part fine looking young men, well dressed and have a gentlemanly bearing not observable in our soldiers. ~~~ The No. of the Regiment is marked on the epaulette. ~~~ Introduced by Mr Schultz to a reading (the Reference in the Fish Gate. Fischer Thor) room, to which is attached a billiard room & behind is a small garden with seats where the Merchants discuss matters of business &c & drink Punch & Coffee. ~ This establishment, which is somewhat similar to those at Stockholm, without the dining accommodation, is a sort of Exchange Drawing Room. ~ The News Room is pretty well supplied with papers, and I read the Evening Mail to the 5th. ~~ Took a ride at 7 o’clock to the Hohe Wassa ~ a sort of tavern with a beautiful wood behind it, which rises very high & on the top of it there is a look out standing erected, from whence there is a fine extensive view of the Gulf, Town & suburbs: ~~~ This place is about 4 Eng. Miles from the Town and is much resorted to on Sundays. ~~ A Military band was playing in a garden behind the house where numerous groups were seated taking their Schnapps. ~~~ not less than 50 Wagons of different descriptions were standing in the yard ~~ Some petty officers were waltzing together in one of the rooms, and great numbers were on the outside. ~~~ The ride to this place from town is very beautiful; on the left, the ground rises considerably & is finely wooded & studded with gentlemens seats; on the right there is an extensive flat extending to the sea. ~~~ This part of the suburbs appears very thickly populated. ~~ The burial grounds are all without the town & I have noticed that each has a large crucifix erected in it which I am surprised at in a Lutheran Country.
(Monday July 19th and Tuesday July 20th
*Bad Rhine Wine at 6/- a bottle, containing little more than a pint &c &c. In a ruled margin)
After being regularly fleeced * at the Deutsch Haus by as phlegmatic and inattentive a Landlord as ever lived we left Danzig for Elming at 12 o’clock this morning with 3 horses in Unicorn style (extra Post). The posting in Prussia is managed by Government & you are furnished at each station with a small printed Bill & receipt for the amount of the Stage you are going. ~~ It likewise contains charges for Chaussee, Fords, &c, and for greasing or rather Tarring the wheels, which you pay for whether done or not. ~~ Including Drink Money, the whole expence of travelling with 3 horses is rather more than 1/- per English Mile. ~~ The Postillion, who sits on the near Wheeler, is dressed in a dark coat turned up with orange ~~ and a band of the same colour on his left arm with a brass badge on it (The black Eagle & Trumpet) ~~ A leather Hat, with an orange band round it and another badge, as on the arm ~~ round the waist they have an orange sash. ~~~ Boots without spurs, ~ & to complete the whole a small French horn hangs on the left side suspended by a gay cord with a knot & tassel. ~~~ This they blow on leaving or entering a town in tolerably good style, but not equal to the guard of the Tally Ho. ~~~ The rate of travelling fixed by law is 1 Deutsch Mile an hour on Chaussee and an hour and a half if the road is heavy ~~~ For good drink money the Postillion will go on average about 4 or 5 Eng. Miles in the hour. ~~  
(25 Minutes about an average time for changing horses. In a ruled margin)  
The roads we have passed since leaving Danzig, have been either villainously bad or very good, but a great proportion of the distance is in the former state. ~ In some parts the wheels sunk in the sand 5 or 6 inches, in others there was no road at all, and in one part, we drove along the sea shore for above a mile in water. ~~ Great attention appears to be now paying to the improvement of the roads and we passed several new ones extending in a straight line for many miles, planted on each side with Poplars and with a broad ditch on each side; with the material from which, they are raised considerably above the surrounding land, which is flat & in many parts marshy. ~~~ Except in a few places, these roads are at present without any stone on them, but great preparation appears making for covering them, tho’ in some parts good materials are scarce. ~~ They break the stones very small & when they are used the roads are equal to any I have seen. ~~ 

The Posting stations are placed at too great distances from each other. ~ Our first stage was 20 En. Miles ~ & one or two others 16 ~ the rest 12. ~~ (Ploughing, Harrowing, Carrying Hay &c &c. Post with 4 horses driver on the rear wheeler. In ruled margin) The scenery between Danzig & Konigsberg is uninteresting, the country is very flat & sandy, but yields fine crops of corn, of which we saw a great deal. ~~~ At Dirnhau (2nd station) we crossed the Vistula twice, in a broad flat bottomed boat, attached to a rope moored across the river, such as we saw repeatedly in Sweden. ~~ The river is here broad & rapid & a little above divides in 2 streams which join again at a short distance. ~~~~

(Castle built in 1210, oldest building in Prussia (?), fine windows &c. French raised the present ramparts. In a ruled margin)

The third station Marienberg, which is a curious town, with an immense ruinous building called a Castle & some remains of Fortifications. ~~ Attached to the Castle there is a large church, in a niche at the East end of which is a colossal figure (12 or 15 feet high) of the Virgin & child painted & gilt. ~~ The houses on the principal Street all have piazzas, and have an antiquated appearance. ~~~ Five more Stages brought us to Elberg, where we arrived about 12 o’clock, having been exactly 12 hours going 48 Miles. ~
(28,000 Inhabitants In a ruled margin)

It was too dark to see much of the Town, but it appeared to contain some good streets & large corn Warehouses. ~~~ 

(Watchmen with Pikes and large rattles. In a ruled margin)

After supping at the Englisher Haus and seeing a Gent F. wished to meet, we determined to go on through the night and started for Konigsberg, through Braunsberg & 2 or 3 other small places & reached our present quarters at the Hotel de Prusse at ½ past two next day. We found the Hotel full but the Landlady, Madame Thist, was kind enough to turn (out) of her own apartment for us and we find ourselves much better accommodated than at Danzig. ~~~ Before we had been in the house 10 minutes, we were besieged by 3 Valets de Place, a Barber and a Jew Money broker, all of whom were speedily dismissed. ~~~ Dined, and spent the evening in walking about the town, which has nothing very striking in it, except swarms of Israelitischen with immense beards & hats which for breadth of brim would rejoice the spirits of some of the faithful of our tribe. ~~ Supped at the Table D’Hote at our hotel. ~~~ 

(Wednesday July 21st In a ruled margin)

Walked on the ramparts, which are not now kept up as fortifications. ~~ The scenery around the Town uninteresting. ~~~ Dined at the Table D’Hote ~ About 20 persons present. ~ Hope to reach home with unbroken bones, but it is a doubtful matter, as the Paves are so execrably bad, that it lames one to walk on them. ~~ A Pilgrimage on Peas is nothing to walking in the Streets of Konigsberg ~ Supped at the Table D’Hote. ~~~

(Thursday July 22nd In a ruled margin)

Walked about the Town ~ saw some curious Polish or Russian Craft on the river ~ they are long open boats of very rude construction with 1 mast & flat bottomed ~ in length about 150 feet ~ breadth 20 feet, very sharp at both ends. ~~~ A rough kind of hut is erected on them from one end to the other, in which they stow the cargo & live ~ and when the cargo, which usually consists of Tallow, Flax Hemp &c., is discharged, they break up (Sketch of this boat inserted here.) the Hut, sell the deals ~ and return up the R. Pregel for a fresh cargo. ~~~ Some of them are covered like orange chests. ~~ The sailors hardly look human; they have sandals made of bark fastened to the feet with rope. ~~~ I noticed one laying full length, or to use an expression of a German gentleman “as long as he was” on the deck at the stern, with his head on the knee of a second, who was killing game in his preserve at a great rate. 
Dined in our room with Mr Braun & in the evening went to the Theatre ~ Performance, the Princess Shawansky: Madame Schröder, a celebrated actress from Vienna in the character of the Princess ~ Uninteresting in consequence of not under-standing the language ~ The building is very large & pretty well fitted up, but does not answer it being too large for the Town. ~ Adjoining the Theatre is a large square, used for exercising the soldiers, and at one corner of it a Dutch Menagerie is now exhibiting with the following announcement under a painting hung above a door: “Hier iste zu schu eine Samlung der wilde Blutthurstiger Ihiren” ~ Finding the Play rather fatiguing we left it and took a walk outside the ramparts, to a part of the suburbs, which is much resorted to as a promenade & where the Merchants have their country seats, some of which are pleasantly situated in large gardens. ~~~
(Friday July 23rd In a ruled margin)

In the afternoon took a ride with Mr Meyer & 4 other gents in his wagon to Holstein; which is at the mouth of the Pregel & about 3 En. Miles from Town. ~ There is a large Inn there, which is much frequented by pleasure parties ~ and close by, a chateau, which formerly belonged to the Prince of Holstein, who lost it at Cards. ~ We returned about 7 (Song to Mr Holmes entitled, send us good coffee, but don’t shave us too closely) and drove up in great style to the Theatre, where we took leave of the rest of the party ~ Sappho Mad Schroder, Meritia, Dem Schroder. ~~ fine acting ~~ Mr Meyer’s set out is a very good one: ~ his Wagon has 3 seats in which 7 persons can sit comfortably in & with 4 horses & a capital driver on the near wheeler, it looks very well, ~~ his Postillion wears high military boots, leather breeches, a short blue jacket & leather hat. A very fine horse may be purchased here for £15.~ which would be worth from £50 to £60 in London, for Town work, their figure being so good, though they are apt to be rather coarsely marked on the face, and have not the stamina of our horses. The King of Prussia gives enormous prices for English horses. ~ he gave a thousand guineas for a black blood horse (? Smolensks). ~ He has a breeding establishment about 40 miles from hence, in which there are 300 Stallions & 400 Mares. The former travel through the country. ~~ A Yorkshire dealer imported 15 horses into Danzig about 5 years since, and some have just arrived at this port, which have sold for 120 & 150 Ducats each (£54 ~ £67.10). ~ There are at present 5000 troops in Town, which is less than usual & I understand there is often twice the number here. There are large casernes for the Cavalry without the Town on the Danzig Road & another opposite the Castle, before which is erected a bronze statue of Frederick the 1st. who was crowned at Konigsberg in 1701. ~~ The statue was erected by the present King in 1801.

(Saturday July 24 In a ruled margin)

An officer who came here a short time since to purchase horses for the Regiments had a thousand Dollars stolen from his bed room at this hotel, about 3 days ago & up to this time nothing has been heard of them. ~~~

The standing army of Prussia is about 200,000 men, but in time of war 500,000, though the 300,000 Militia are obliged to do duty for 8 days in the year in time of peace. ~~ Every able bodied man must be enrolled as a soldier & serve 1 year in the time between the age of 18 & 25, either in the cavalry or infantry, at his option ~ After this he enters the first class of militia & at a certain age the 2nd, where he can only be called upon to defend a town or convoy stores. ~~ No man is entirely exempted from service under 56 years of age. ~~ In all the villages you see by the road side a board on which is printed the number of men, who are enrolled there & the No of their Battalion, Regiment etc. ~~ Konigsberg is a large town, but not so compactly built as Danzig, it contains 60,000 Inhabitants, Military not included (? in a ruled margin).~~ the River Pregel runs through the Town, and divides into 2 branches which unites at a short distance, forming a small island in the centre of the town which is principally inhabited by Jews (Mem. Some of the daughters of Israel as well as their Christian neighbours, in the principle Street on the Island, are very pretty ~ Miss Schwandfelder. ) ~~ On one side of it there is rather a handsome gate with a tower & adjoining this a paltry little exchange, the walls of which are pink colour: it looks much like a temporary minor Theatre. ~~ The River is very narrow, but vessels of 150 tons can come up to the Town. ~~~ 
(Not a place of strength in a ruled margin)

The Castle, which stands in the highest part of the town, is a large building with a quadrangular court yard, in a gallery on one side of which, the Kings of Prussia are crowned. ~~ The present King resided there, when the French invaded Prussia. ~ One of the greatest curiosities in the town is a small lake near the castle, which is considerably above the level of the River & has several public gardens near it. ~~ There are 5 or 6 churches here, but I believe their interiors are not worth seeing, and I know their exteriors are not. ~~ Konigsberg is the capital of Prussia.

Dined at Mr Georgeisons with 6 other gentlemen & his Frau. ~ Dinner excellent but too long & too much of it. ~ The Plates were changed 10 times, & we were at the table above 3 hours, partly owing to the length of time between the acts. ~~ The fruit & confectionary with 10 decanters of wine & 2 or 3 of water were placed on the table before the company sat down & only 1 dish put on the table at a time of which slices were handed around. ~ Soup ~ Minced Veal ~ Duck with Chestnut & Date sauce ~ Fish ~ Omelette ~ Kid ~ Cheese ~ Fried  (Peaches etc.) ~ Ices ~ Confectionary.

Left before 7 and have since been packing, to start for Frankfurt tomorrow morning at 7 o’clock, in a different vehicle, F. having exchanged his Swedish Wagon for a much handsomer one, belonging to Mr Baurn. ~~~~
(Sunday July 25th to Wednesday 28th In a ruled margin)      Left Konigsberg at 7 o’clock for Frankfurt & returned on the Danzig road as far as Dirshau. Near Brauensberg we were overtaken by a heavy storm of rain with thunder & lightning, which set 2 houses on fire close to the town. ~~ Noticed some curious caps at Frauensberg, very much ornamented with gold lace & figures in Chinese style. ~ Country fine about Elberg. ~ Cold night. ~ Monday morning. ~ Passed 4 Sportsmen, 1 of them dressed in a white great coat, high military boots & a black velvet cap turned up with white, and a Gun & bag slung to his back. ~~ The road was so bad that the Wagonmeister preferred putting us on 4 horses, tho’ they could only charge for three, the No. mentioned in our Post order. ~~ Rye harvest commenced, rather light crops. ~~ Passed through the town of Schloppe in the evening, remains of a large castle with a lofty octagonal tower. ~~ Fine mild night. ~~ Tuesday. ~~ Passed Lantsberg at 12 at night. ~~ Wednesday. ~~ Crossed the Oder at Cürtrin, a small fortified town on an island. ~~ The river is here of Considerable breadth & rapid. ~ It is crossed by a wooden bridge. ~~ reached Frankfurt at 11, ~ not more fatigued after travelling for 3 days & 3 nights, during which time we only stopped 1½ hours, except to change horses, than with 1 days journey in England on top of a stage ~ distance (?Gap left to insert mileage).

The country between Konigsberg & Frankfurt is for the most part very uninteresting & the road very bad; in some parts the sand was so deep that it was with difficulty we made 3 miles in the hour with 4 horses. ~~~ Great preparations however are now making for the improvement of the roads & new lines are cut almost all the way from K. to F. ~ extending in a straight line for many miles & planted on each side with trees. ~~ In many parts the sand is so deep & extends to such a distance, that but for the line of trees, it would be difficult after a little wind to discover the road. ~~ To obviate this they have enclosed narrow strips of land on each side the road with Fir boughs & covered the part enclosed with the same ~ under which is sewn grass seed ~ &c ~ &c ~~~ When there is stone laid on, the roads are excellent & in a few years, if their improvements is continued, in the same spirited manner in which it has begun, they will be equal to anything McAdam can show, who, compared with the Prussian road Surveyor, is a mere Cypher. ~~ Cutting off the top of a hill & filling up a valley seems to be considered quite indispensable, & is done wherever either occur. ~~ (Corn all housed as well as the clover & hay ~ saw but little of the latter. Fodder principally straw, chaff & corn In a ruled margin) Passed numerous forests of Fir ~ Timber finer than in Sweden ~ Road Makers huts & fires at night ~ stones broken very small ~ We have only noticed 2 fields of wheat since leaving Danzig, but very large tracts of country covered with rye ~ about half of the land appears laying in fallow ~ Fine clover ~ oats, buck wheat ~ Flax &c &c. In Pomerania the peasants speak a sort of Patois, something similar to Polish. ~~~

Frankfurt on the Oder is a considerable town, but very uninteresting ~ It was formerly fortified but the ramparts are now planted with white Mulberries, the fruit of which is very sickly juicified. Old walls ~ River crossed by a Wooden bridge about half the length of London Bridge. ~~ List of Deserters on the Gates of the Bridge, with Portraits of 2 of them. ~~ F. having nothing to detain him at Frankfurt, we determined to occupy the carriage for the fourth night & push on to Berlin.~~~ 

(Thursday July 29th In a ruled margin)
Started at 8 o’clock & reached Berlin at ½ past 6 this morning ~ (48 miles) ~~ Drove to the Hotel a la Ville de Rome in the street called Unter den Linden. ~ Breakfasted & proceeded to view the town with a Valet de Place ~~ Visited the Porcelain Manufactory, which is very beautiful, but terribly expensive, from thence to a manufactory of trinkets &c in Iron something like bronze ~ this is I believe a manufacture peculiar to Berlin. ~~ Walked through the Manege & from thence to the Lager Haus to see a colossal bronze statue of Marshal Blucher, which is about to be sent to Breslaw. ~~ It is executed by Professor Rauch. ~~ The figure is 11 French feet in height & is in the attitude of commanding an advance, with a sword in the right hand & the left arm raised above the head. ~~ A robe or cloak is wrapped around the body. ~~ The figure weighs 2.800 & without the Pedestal, which will also be of bronze 16 Fr. feet high, but it is not yet finished. ~~ It will be ornamented with Eagles, Lions &c &c and when finished will be a wonderful specimen of art. ~~ Another is about to be cast from the same Model, which is to be erected in Berlin. ~~ On the border of the robe is, Chr. Rauch. &. CIC.IC.CCCXXII. (or 1722. The last C’s of the1st two sets of numerals in the MS are reversed, a Roman Numeral feature used in that period. CIC would now be written M. and IC written DC. ) ~~ 
(An alteration will be made in the statue for Berlin, which will I think be an improvement. The left leg will be rather more bent & rest on a cannon & the arm on the thigh. The head will also be turned a little more to the left. It is to be erected on the Platz am Zeughaus. In a ruled margin)
Dined at the Table de Hote at our hotel; met 3 English Travellers come from the South. ~ Two of them Brothers, travel with their own horses. ~~ Drove to Charlottenberg about 4 miles from the town thro’ the Brandenberger Thor & Teir Garten. ~ Attended the Theatre Francaise there ~ 3 very amusing comedies ~ large company & very respectable. ~ Our Coachman a fierce fellow in a gold laced coat & large cocked hat. ~~~
(Friday July 30th In a ruled margin)

Saw this morning the small palace in which the King resides & the Palace, and paid a first visit to the Koniglicher Marrstall, ~ or Royal Stables. The first is on the Platz am Zeughaus, opposite the Zeughaus or Arsenal. ~~ The building has but a small front & is not handsome. ~ On the ground floor is the Kings room in which he transacts business. ~ In it I noticed a large frame in which 3 maps of Russia, Austria & Prussia were placed to slide up & down one behind the other, and small pins with labels to each, marked the situations in which the different regiments of each power are stationed from time to time. ~~ I also saw here Las Care’s Journal in French. ~ In the ante room the colours of the different Regiments are kept. ~ Above the room is the Library, at one end of which stands Canoras Hebe!!!!!! The other apartments are mostly small but look as though they were as they are, hung round with paintings most of which are modern, and some of them copies from the Dresden Gallery. ~~ A miniature of the late Pope in Mosaic, round & about 3/2 ins. in diam., erected by V. Verdeiu ~ very fine. ~ A large painting by H. Vernel of the Review on the Champ de Mars when the Prussians see ? their new colours ~ group of Military mounts in the foreground & other figures ~ very fine. ~ A bas relief by Canova representing Mars & Venus presented by the late Pope. ~ 2 fine specimens of sculpture by Chardan Jnr. ~  a Prussian Artist. ~ In one of the rooms I saw patterns of uniforms on a large sheet. ~ Several portraits of the late Queen, who was a great beauty. ~~ The Palace is an immense pile, nearly as large as that at Stockholm & much handsomer, tho’ at present the exterior is rather in want of repair, as it is built of brick covered with plaster, which looks rather shabby in parts. ~~ It has 2 court yards 1 larger than the other & separated by a building (there follows a small sketch of court yards). ~ 
(Finished 1699, added to in 1716. In a ruled margin)

A winding road paved with brick leads to the second story & is intended for the Queen to go up & down in a carriage. It is rather steep & the turnings are short. ~ Many of the Apartments are spacious & elegant, particularly the Knights Hall, which is decorated with a great deal of Massive Silver & Gold Plate, which Bonaparte took to Paris. ~ It has also an orchestra, which was originally of Massive Silver, but there being a lack of the needful, it was melted & a wooden facsimile, silvered, placed in is stead. ~~  (fine inlaid floors ~~ Walls & Pillars of plaster in imitation of Marble. Carved Doors ~ Tapestry. In a ruled margin)

The Picture Gallery contains a great many paintings, some of which are fine, but many of them are in a very bad condition. ~ 3 by Vandyke, Charles 1st of England, his Queen & Family. ~~ Misers by J. Matsys ~~ same as at Windsor, on panel, cracked. ~~ Bonaparte passing the Alps by David. ~~ several specimens by Rubens, Wouvermaus, Rembrandt, Titian, Guide, Corregeo. ~~ 4 small Pictures by T. Wyle ~~ an interior of an Artists room & an Alchymist &c &c. Several by Teniers, Ortade &c., small. ~~ A copy of the Apollo Belvedere in white marble by Pietro Marchetti. ~~~

(The persons who shew the Palaces, know very little about the Paintings. In a ruled margin)

From the gallery we went into a large hall, called the white chamber, ornamented with statues & paintings of the Brandenberg family. ~ Portrait of the King by Sir T Lawrence. ~~ Bust of the Queen by Rauch. ~ several of the rooms are hung with paintings, amongst which is one by Corregeo, which the King has lately purchased for 10,000 Ducats. ~~ It is in very bad condition & strikes me as a poor affair. ~~ Hercules killing the lion by Rubens ~ very fine. ~~ several by Jordane, ~ Lucretia by Guido (blue flesh) very fine. ~~ A Deer hunt by Snyders & Rubens & several others by the latter ~ including an offering of the Wise Men & a small painting which has been engraved, I think it is Mars hurried away from Venus by the Furies ~ very fine. ~~ Portrait of A. Kaufman as a Bacchanal, by himself.

The Royal Stables contain stalls for 126 horses, which are all full & occupy 3 sides of a parallelogram, in the centre of which is the manger. ~ they are very clean, but not well constructed. ~ A bar swinging from the manger & an iron post, separates the stalls ~ over each horse is his name. ~ The floor of the stalls is wood. ~ The food Rye straw chaff & oats, and at feeding time there is much noise as in a Menagerie. ~~ The stables are open to the public and adjoining them is a riding academy. ~ We did not notice any thing very crack amongst the stud, they are almost all stallions & 2 or 3 of them had their fore legs chained together; the rest seemed very quiet. ~~~
Dined at the Table d’Hote; 8 English at the Table & 9 at the Hotel. ~ Sat next to a Mr Rose, a clergyman who is here with his wife & a young gentleman, found him an intelligent & agreable man. ~  
At five o’clock, visited the Arsenal, where there are 80,000 stand of arms, not including swords. ~~ 

(built by F. 1st in 1706. In a ruled margin)

Before the French were here it contained 300,000 muskets ~ but Bonaparte took possession of them. In 5 years they mean to have the same number again. ~ The arms are in very nice order & well arranged. ~ 1000 standards, taken from the French, are distributed through the rooms. ~ On the ground floor, are 120 brass cannon of different dimensions belonging to the garrison of Berlin ~ & several brass mortars & new cannon. ~ Each piece has 2 inscriptions ~ ultoma ratio regis & pro patria et gloria, with the Prussian Eagle & royal initials. ~ The exterior of the building, which is square, is very fine, & is ornamented on the top with helmets, coats of Mail ~ cannon, Eagles & other warlike emblems ~  executed in stone by Schlüter. ~ Round the court yard in the interior are Twenty two masks representing Death by the same artist, which are very fine. ~ At six went to the Theatre, in the Platz Gendarmen; performance, a satire on Madame Cataland got up at Vienna ~ in consequence of some offence she gave there; clever, but a piece of German spite. ~ Kirchner. ~ Sat next 2 young Englishmen attached to the Mission. ~ After the Play walked in the Tier Garten. ~~

(Saturday July 31st. In a ruled margin)

Went this morning to see the Porcelain Manufactory having only seen the shew rooms before, ~ there is nothing very fine making now & I suspect those that are made, have been no short time in the shew rooms. ~~ Single Plates from £5 to £12. Cups & Saucer £1 to £4 each &c &c. ~~ Dined at Traiteur Jagers, who is first fiddler at that line here. ~ Dinner & Wines good, but rather dear.

Opera house 1748, ~ a large building & handsome ~ shut now. ~~

Theatre stands on the Platz Gendarmen. ~ It was erected by the King in 1821. ~ It is very large & has 2 concert rooms, 1 on each side. ~ You enter by a Magnificent Ionic Portico, supported by 6 very large columns. ~ 29 steps lead to the Portico, under which is a passage for carriages to take up at a lower door. ~ The inside is in very good taste, tho’ not so much decorated as many others. ~~ The appearance of the exterior is much injured by the great number of windows, but this objection is supposed to be obviated by their all having pilasters between them. ~~ The Theatre is singularly situated between 2 Churches of (gap left for a later insertion) which are exactly alike. ~~~
Library. ~ inscription: ~ Nutrimentium Spiritus. ~

Academy. ~~ Dom Kirche, with 3 Domes, 1 large 2 small. ~~

New Gallery ~~ about to be erected, for the collection of Paintings in the Palace, & the Justinian, Giustinium collection, which the King has lately purchased. ~~~ 

Population: ~~ Doubtful, some say 150,000, others 200,000.

Magnificent Colossal, bronze Equestrian, statue of the Elector Frederick William by Schlüter, erected by Frederick the 1st, ~~ Pedestal Bronze & 4 figures chained at the 4 corners &c &c. The horse is uncommonly fine. ~~ 

The Brandenburg Gate: ~ This is decidedly the finest piece of Architecture in Berlin ~ it is built after the model of the Propylæum at Athens, it consists of a row of 6 columns on each side about 6 feet in diameter & 30 in height. ~ 
(bas relief In a ruled margin) 
The whole is surmounted by a colossal bronze figure of Victory, bearing the Prussian Standard & drawn in a car by 4 horses, which have visited Paris. ~ Within the Gate, on each side, there are handsome guard houses with columns &c. ~~
The Potsdam Gate is now erecting, in Iron & I think will be a fair thing when finished. ~ Within this there are also guard houses ~ very handsome. ~~

The Pont Royal. ~ River Spree, narrow, joins the Havel at Spandau .

Place de Guillaume, with 6 marble statues of generals by Chardau (Pere). ~

Promenades ~ Unter den Linden, Tier Garten &c &c.

Shops ~ very showy. ~

Houses ~  almost all plastered, require constant repair.

An academy of arts & sciences has been lately established for the improvement of the arts, sciences & manufactures.~~ The Kingdom is dived into 26 circles each of which has a right to send 1 young man to receive instruction in any branch gratis. ~~ They are supplied with the best models, designs &c &c. have able professors, who give lectures, it is not open to the public, but Mr Rose told me he had seen it by an introduction, & was much pleased with it. ~~ He considers the management of every thing connected with the improvement of the country is in very spirited hands & has no doubt very good effects will soon be visible. ~~ He has a high opinion of the King & Royal family, who are very popular. ~~
The King is now at the bathes of Desau, but will be here on the 4th of August. ~ 
Constitution promised by the King 12 years ago. ~ Deputies appointed from the towns &c. all a hoax. ~~~
Drove in the afternoon to Charlottenberg to see the Palace & Gardens & the Mausoleum of the late Queen Louise. ~ The Palace is large & ornamented in the centre by a high dome. Many of the apartments are spacious & very elegant. ~~ Paintings are in better order than those in the great Palace & some of them very fine. ~ 2 or 3 by Watteau, ~ A. Magedalen by Vandyke, ~ Bergheim, Jordans ~ Wouvermaus. Bust of Christ in the Chapel, by Wolff, a beautiful piece of sculpture. ~

Numerous small antique statues & busts. ~ & 1 Bas relief of Gladiators Fighting, very fine.~ Tapestry; subject, adventures of Don Quixotte, made about 51 years, colour well preserved. ~ Clock with Military Music, ~ noise deafening. ~ Fine half length Portraits of John D. of Marlbro’ & Prince Eugen. ~ One of the Kings Apartments is entirely filled with muskets, swords, military dresses &c. some of the latter from Russia ~ & in the centre of the room on a stand, there are above 200 little figures of soldiers & Officers in different costumes & arms ~ about 8 inches high. In his bed room, which is next the other, lay several military dresses & 2 or 3 pattern cards of dresses being round the walls. ~ This chamber is hung round with Drapery like a tent & is very plain. ~ The kings cap lay on the table, made just like a common soldiers ~ of blue cloth with an orange band & a bead of the same colour round the top. ~~ (there follows a small sketch of the cap). This cap is worn by all ranks of Military & by the common labourer. ~~ I was surprised to find the Kings cap so small and really believe it would hardly go on the head of a child of 10 years of age. ~ (the following is in the ruled margin, but was meant to be inserted here. The smallness of the royal cap may be accounted for by them only being worn on the top of the head) The King always goes to Charlottenberg on Wednesdays, when in Berlin. ~~
The gardens behind the Palace are very extensive & abound with shady & beautiful walks. ~ Orange Trees & other house Plants. ~ In the centre is a large pond, which joins the river by 2 small canals. In the Pond are an immense quantity of carp, of almost incredible size. ~ We were conducted to a spot where there is a small bell hung to the railing ~ & on ringing time & flinging in a few pieces of bread, great quantities of fish came to the surface and devoured it most greedily (a proof that Fish can hear which has been doubted. In a ruled margin) ~~ Some of them are from 3 to 4 feet in length & weigh 40 to 50 lbs. ~~
In a secluded spot at the end of a long walk stands the Mausoleum of the late Queen erected by the King. ~ it is a chaste little building designed by himself & has a Grecian Doric Portico with 4 columns. ~~ The interior is divided by 4 columns of dark marble ~ & the approach to the inner part is by 2 flights of 4 or 5 marble steps ~ it being considerably higher than the outer; in the centre another flight of steps takes down to the Tomb, the key of which is kept by the King himself. (there follows a tiny sketch of the Mausoleum) A reclining figure of the Queen, executed by Rauch; is placed on a pedestal (? Is this a proper term) ~ in the centre. ~ It is about 7 feet in length & so beautifully executed that it alone is sufficient to immortalise the Artist if it had been the only production of his chisel. ~ The head rests on a pillow, the arms are folded on the breast & the legs crossed. ~ The body is covered from the neck downwards with a light drapery ~ the execution of which is really wonderful. ~ How far crossing the legs of a dead figure is correct I do not know, but it affords an opportunity for the display of folds in the drapery which could not otherwise have been introduced. ~ The pedestal is covered on the top with a drapery with a border, on which are the Prussian Arms &c. & on this the figure lies. ~ The sides of the Pedestal are ornamented with the Prussian & Mecklenburg Arms, but no inscription. ~~ In the corner on each side the monument, stands a magnificent tripod of white marble full 8 feet high surmounted with a shallow basin supported on the extended wings of 2 Eagles ~ lower down are 3 female figures & other ornaments in very good taste. ~~ Light is admitted from the top & from a square window behind the Monument with only 1 large pane of glass ~ about 4 feet by 3. ~~ ~~ ~~

The houses are handsome & have a more uniform appearance than those of any other town I have seen. ~ A handsome palace called Old Chateau stands in the town & in the immediate neighbourhood are 2 others, called the New Chateau & the Palace of Sans Souci. ~ (The Old Chateau built before the French war. The Palace of Sans Souci during the war & the New Chateau after it. In a ruled margin)  The latter is a small summer residence on an eminence with 5 or 6 terraces before it, rising one above the other & having rows of large Orange Trees &c on each. Behind the Palace there is a fine semicircular Corinthian colonnade, from whence Frederick used to review his soldiers & opposite it, in a wood at some distance, on rising ground, are some artificial ruins, which have a fine effect. ~ The only apartments shewn are those of Frederick the Great, which remain just as he left them. ~ In the audience Chamber there are some fine cabinet Pictures. ~ 2 by Coypel ~ a young woman, writing a billet d’amour, surprised by her Mother ~ and a Lady at her Toilet. ~ several by Wattau ~ Silvestri &c. In the bed room, they shew the place where the king died, whilst sitting in a chair, which he had placed under a canopy, that he might enjoy the fine scene from his window. ~ The furniture is very plain ~ The only portrait in this room is one of Gustof Adolf. ~~ adjoining the bed room is a small circular wainscotted Library. ~ The books are all French & nicely bound. Here is also the Kings writing table, ink stand &c ~ and a deal box in which he had packed a copy of his own works the day previous to his death. ~ they are entitled “Les Ouvres du Philosophe de Sans Sourci”, “Imprime an Donjon au Chateau, avec privilege D’Apollon” ~ 6 or 7 vols 4to, in French ~ mostly poetry ~ well printed & with a fine margin ~ vignettes. ~~ We were forced to quit the Library rather hastily, one of the Princes having left it to admit of our seeing it. ~~ Close to the Palace, on the right, are the tombs of 11 favourite Dogs of the Kings, and a little beyond the Picture Gallery. ~~ The Gallery is a detached building, 220 feet in length, including the small cabinet at the end of it & (gap left) in breadth. The ceiling is arched & richly gilt, the walls & floor marble & at each end there are 4 marble columns & 2 statues & in the centre there is a Dome supported by 8 marble columns (there follows a small sketch of the gallery). Between the windows, which are only on 1 side, are antique busts &c. ~~ The Gallery contains 180 Pictures, ~ all very first rate &, with one exception, in beautiful condition. ~ there are 19 Magnificent Paintings by Rubens & 10 studies by the same, which are very fine. ~~ Amongst the former are:-

The light in this gallery is very well managed. A stair case leads from the vestibule to the top, from whence you walk into the garden, on a level with the Palace. ~~~ The Gallery is shewn by an old Professor of Painting & an assistant, & our Valet de Place told us that 2 Dollars was the usual fee to the Professor & 1 to his Assistant. ~~ We are told in England that Foreign Galleries &c. are seen gratis.!!! 
The gardens round the palace are very extensive & join those of the New Chateau, which is about 1½ miles distant. ~ We had not time to visit the latter, but saw the building from the Palace. ~ It is very large & surmounted by numerous statues. ~~ Saw the Princess Louise, a fine girl of 17, she is to be married in February to Prince Frederick of the Netherlands, who is her first Cousin: ~~ Returned to the Inn ~ (Hotel de Prussia) to dinner & started for Leipzig at 1. New stone bridge erecting over the Havel at Potsdam. ~ Passed the King in an open carriage, just like ours, with 4 horses, between Treuenbreitzen and Kropstadt. ~~ He was dressed in a grey military surtout (overcoat), with a red collar, & cap with an oilskin: Honoured the King & rec’d a suitable return. ~ He was retuning to Potsdam from the Baths of Desau to spend his Birthday (3rd of Aug.) ~ with his Family, which he always does. ~ He travels with his own horses, and has relays about every 8 or 10 miles. ~ Those we saw were fine cattle. ~ His Postillions were neatly dressed, in short blue jackets, with orange collars, ~ hats with silver lace, leather breeches & military boots. ~~ 2 servants sat on the box & an adjutant with the King. ~ 1 Outrider, who kept close to the side of the carriage, completed the suite. ~ At the time we passed him he was going about 8 miles an hour. ~~ Shortly afterwards passed the Duke of Cumberland, who was travelling at full gallop, with Post horses. ~ He was going to pay a visit to the King at Potsdam or Berlin. ~ Passed through Wittenberg after dark, ~ fine town. ~ Hotel de Ville ~ Castle & strong fortifications ~ very deep archways to go under. ~ Monument of Luther on a pedestal of artificial marble with a canopy over it. ~ Got inside the railing but could not decipher the inscription; for lack of light. Crossed the Elbe just out of town, by several wooden bridges. ~ The main stream very broad. ~~~ 
(Monday August 2nd. In a ruled margin)

Reached Leipzig about 9 o’clock. ~ The road between Berlin & Leipzig is very good, tho’ in some parts rather hilly. ~~ Only drove 2 horses. ~ Fine Fir woods. ~ Have seen nothing but light sandy soil throughout Prussia, with a substratum of clay in parts. ~ Crops heavier near this place. ~Red wheat, very fine, several breadths cut. ~~ Orchards ~ Vines &c. ~~ Entered Saxony about 2 German Miles from Leipzig. ~~~

Drove to Hotel de Saxe; comfortable quarters, much disappointment at finding no letters for me. ~ Posting my Log all the morning & F. writing letters. ~ Dined at the Table D’Hote, ~ the best I have yet seen. ~ In the evening walked round the town. ~ The fortifications have been levelled and planted and are laid out with great taste. ~ In one part there is a beautiful pond, in the place of a moat & several swans on it. ~~ Noticed several houses rather marked with the small pox, alias balls, fired by the Allies at the French as they retreated round the Town. ~ Walked about the Town and outside, to our part of the pity of Battle. ~ Large Market held 3 times a week, ~ singular head dresses of the Peasants, ~ a coloured handkerchief round the head & fixed behind, an enormous frill which ties under the chin, besides this, there is also a large bow fixed behind from which descends 2 stiff bands almost to the waist. ~~ Dined at the Table d’Hote. ~ Walked to the Bridge, which replaces the one blown up by Napoleon, very narrow. ~ Afterwards went through a beautiful garden, the property of Mad Reichenbacht, to see the spot where Prince Poniatwerke was drowned. ~ 2 Monuments are erected in the garden by Polish Officers to his Memory. ~ It was through this garden that the rear of the French army retreated after the bridge was blown up; ~ they threw another across the river made of planks &c. which was so crowded that the Prince preferred attempting to pass the river by swimming. ~ The river is only about 40 feet wide, but is 14 feet deep, & the stream very rapid. The banks are very steep & so sandy that at first his horse could not get out, but after the Prince had fallen from him, from weakness, having suffered 3 wounds, he got out & was seized by a French soldier who made off with him. ~ The river was shortly afterwards so full of dead bodies, that it might be crossed dry footed. ~~ Called on Mr Syfurth & walked with him & his son in the garden of Mr Lohrs, which is very extensive & beautiful. ~ Here is a large & handsome Conservatory & Orangery, & 2 small buildings in which are Doves & Gold & Silver pheasants.
The house is large & handsome, ~ in the Italian Style. ~ From this we walked to the Wood called Rosenthal, which is large & full of shady walks. ~ (In the ruled margin, but meant to be inserted here. In the centre of the wood is a large opening where 12 long avenues meet & it is supposed that a platform was erected here from whence to see the hunting of the bear &c. It was planted by Augustus the Strong, who erected a hunting Castle there.) ~ The Oaks are particularly fine. ~ Coffee & Ice houses &c. ~~ The garden of Mr Lohrs was laid out by one of his ancestors, who after the 7 years war, when the poor here were in great distress, gave 50,000 Dollars for their support & employed them in this way. ~ The house was afterwards built to it. ~~ There is good taste for gardening in the town & on the western side, there is a place called Reichels Garten, divided into 200 small gardens, which are purchased by the citizens for from 25 to 35 Dollars each & cultivated with great care & taste; attached to this garden are baths, shops, &c. and Mr Syfurth calls it the Palais Royal of Leipzig. ~~ The ramparts of the town were levelled & planted by Mr Müller 35 (years) ago, & set the example to Hamburgh ~ Franckfurt &c. A beautiful Monument has been erected to Müller by the citizens of Leipzig. ~~ To day being the Calendar Name day of the King of Saxony, there has been a great procession of the students on horseback & in carriages about the middle of the day & this evening another on foot, with numerous flambeaux & a few military. ~ After parading thro’ the town, they formed a circle in the Market Place, sung a vivat, made a bonfire of their torches, & separated. ~~ The crowd great. ~ Effect of the torches on the buildings fine: Students very fierce, some with swords. ~~ This is the birth day of the King of Prussia who, I understand, has liberated a great number of students to day, who were arrested about a year since, in Berlin, on the discovery of a general conspiracy (This is not correct. In the ruled margin) of the German Students, for the purpose of making the (not correct. In the ruled margin) whole of Germany (an) Empire, with the King of Wirtemberg at its head. ~ The Saxon students were not imprisoned, but suffered to go at large on parole. ~~~

(Large hospital across the river, near Mr Lohrs Garden, burnt by the Cossacks when full of wounded French. In ruled margin) 
70,000 wounded French in Leipzig ~~ 30,000 in March & 40,000 more in Oct. 1813. ~ besides 30,000 Allies at the same time. ~~ Of this number as many died, that for a whole month after the last Battle 12 waggons, each holding 18 bodies, were constantly employed from 6 in the morning till 8 at night, in removing the dead to trenches dug in the piles around the town. ~~ Great numbers of the inhabitants died from Fever & large fires were lighted in the streets to purify the air. ~~ The King of Saxony was in the town during the Battle, & was afterwards taken prisoner to Berlin by the Cossacks. ~~ The King of Sweden, then Crown Prince, was the only one of the allies that consented to visit him. ~~~ Bonaparte slept in a house belonging to Mr Syfurth’s father, at some distance from the town, & in his bedchamber were several paintings of the death &c. of Louis 16th ~~ He was (?has) only 1 house in Leipzig. ~~ Keischner, Bookseller, Brookes Conchology ~~ 1823 addition, by Carus of Dresden. Edition of Shakespeare in 1 Vol. & others. (Leipzig great Book Mart) English works printed here. ~~ Horses here buried in enormous collars, which are considerably higher than their heads. ~~ Leaders traces in the procession, about 18 feet long. ~~~
Students. ~ 1400 at this University, ~ second only to Gottingen, singular caps, some of them in old costumes, without cravats, small Charles 1st beards, ~ green coats, reaching nearly to the knees & cut square all round, ~ no collars, but with the shirt collar folded over, ~ neck bare, ~ long Pipes. ~~ This dress is forbidden in the Prussian Dominions. ~ Those on horseback today wore enormous military boots, reaching half way up the thigh, & large spurs. ~~ High roofs to houses, ~ some of them have 4 rows of windows in them, ~ particularly in the Market place. ~~

Hotel de Ville a fine building on one side of the Market Place. ~

Guards. ~~ The guards at the different Gates are old men, ~~ dressed in grey coats turned up with Red, ~ white trowsers & large cocked hats. ~ They have a most ridiculous & un-soldier like appearance. ~ There are but few other soldiers here. ~ it is however pleasant to be in a town, where one does not meet Military at every turning, as in Prussia.  
(They are city militia & not troops of the line. Leipzig being exempt from the necessity of having troops quartered in it. In the ruled margin)
Great quantity of fruit grown in the neighbourhood of the town. ~ Standard Apricots, with fruit like ropes of Onions. ~ Grapes tastily trained on poles & trellis work before a Green house. ~ (there follows a small sketch of trellis work) (&, in the ruled margin, a small sketch of grapes on poles captioned “The common manner, with the prunings on the top of the stakes. Plants about 18 inches apart.”)
(Wednesday August 4th. In a ruled margin)
Mr Syfurth & his Son called this morning soon after 7 to take us to the Observatory. ~~ They live 2 En. Miles in the country & come to business at ½ past 7 every morning. ~~~ The Observatory is erected on the top of the Tower of the castle & is 200 feet high. The view from the top is very extensive & a loquacious old cicerone pointed out the field of battle & the situations of the different armies. ~ The instruments are said to be very good, but we did not see them. ~ At the bottom of the tower there is a Lecture room belonging to the University. In the Yard of the Castle, were several Diligences of different constructions, one of which was rather handsome. Rode to Connewitz to dine at Mr Syfurths. ~ It is a pleasant village about 2 miles from Town. ~ Met a very agreeable party. ~ Mr & Mrs Syfurth & Son, Mr & Mrs Beckman, partner with Mr Syfurth, ~ Mr & Mrs Schursck, Professor Winkler. M.D., Professor of Medicine at this University, ~ Mr Lafitte, son of the Banker, ~ & several others. ~ The dinner in very good taste and not so long as Mr Georgeisons at Konigsberg. Mr S. has a very pretty little country house & nice garden ~ & also Mr Backman, who lives very near him. ~ They have an amusement, which appears rather ridiculous, but they appear partial to it. ~~ It consists in aiming small soft balls at the open mouth of a large wooden figure painted like a city guard: behind the mouth is a bag to catch the balls & a bell attached to it. ~ They also shoot with a bow & arrow at a figure of a bird on a pole. ~ Each person puts down so much money, & then shoots in turn, & for striking such & such parts or bringing it down receives so much. ~ Mr & Mrs S. appear very nice people & live in a rational manner. ~~~ Heavy storm of rain attended with Thunder & Lightning. ~ Returned to Town about 7. ~~
(Thursday August 5th. In ruled margin)

Left Leipzig last night at 10 ~ Saxon Postillions dressed in yellow jackets turned up with blue & white, ~ cocked hats with silver lace, a badge on the arm. ~ Horn &c. ~~ 
(In the ruled margin is the following comment. “The Saxon Postillions are a surly lot of fellows, and it is impossible to make them drive above 4 miles an hour, besides which they stop a considerable time, occasionally without asking permission, to get schnapps.”)
Road between Klapendorf & Meissen by the side of the Elbe. ~ Scenery very romantic, ~ fine hills & woods, ~ Vine yards numerous, ~ the first we have seen. ~ At Meissen there is a large Castle in which the Dresden China is made. ~ Crossed the Elbe here by a stone & wooden bridge. ~ Arches of stone, 2 of wood. ~ Fine fertile country around Dresden. ~ Arrived in Dresden about 1 o’clock. ~ Obliged to deposit our passports & 2 Dollars at the Gate & drive to the Accise sic Akzise (Excise). ~ Got off unexamined for a fee of a dollar ~ Very vexatious to be annoyed in this way, by a set of wretches, who for a few dollars & a pipe of tobacco, would sell the fee simple of their souls salvation. ~~~ Stadt Berlin full, on to the Hotel de Saxe.  Wretched accommodation. After much remonstration, got a tolerably good room. ~ Dined and walked on the Terrace by the side of the River &c. &c. ~~~
(Friday 6th August. In ruled margin)
From 9 to 12 in the Royal gallery of Paintings. Subjects so numerous, that it was impossible to see the whole. ~ Light badly distributed & many of the Paintings hung a great deal too high. ~~ .~ .~ Catalogues in French & German. ~
Dined at the Table d’hote. ~ At 2 o’clock rode with Mr Zurn (Mr Syfurth’s head clerk here) to Tharand, about nine miles from Town. ~ The road lies through a beautiful narrow valley (In the ruled margin. “By the bridge at the Entrance of the valley the rocks are very high & perpendicular.”) called the Plauscher Grund, through which runs a stream, & on each side, the hills rise to a great height & are beautifully wooded with Beech, Birch & Firs, ~~ every here & there a bold rock presents itself. ~ The scenery is very romantic & beautiful. ~ At Tharand there are a considerable number of houses, ~ a Church in a most picturesque situation on the side of the hill. ~ A ruined chateau, ~ and 2 good Inns. ~ Here is a hill most beautifully wooded with beech, called Heiliger Hallen, & full of shady walks, which lead to a large botanical garden. ~ A Professor gives lectures on Botany & Forest Trees here, and there are a considerable number of Students in the Town. ~ Heavy rain. ~~ Excellent Champagne. ~~ About half way between Dresden & Tharand there is a coal mine. ~~

(Saturday August 7th. In ruled margin)

The whole of the day has been occupied in an excursion to the Saxon Swiss, with Mr Zurn. ~ We started in a carriage at 6 o’clock & crossed the Elbe at Pillnitz, where is the Kings country Palace. ~ It is not very large & a little in Chinese style. ~ Saw the Prince Maximilian, who was walking very fast & reading his morning Prayers, he had bowed as we passed him. Afterwards passed his 2nd son on horseback.~ The country beyond Pillnitz is very hilly, as is also, all the way from Dresden on the right bank of the river, which is beautifully wooded & covered with vineyards. ~~ Breakfasted at Lohmen & walked through the royal farm to see the Lohmen Dahl which is very fine. ~ Drove next to the Ottowalde grund. Here we descended by a long flight of steps cut in the rock, into the valley or ravine, with high perpendicular rocks, finely wooded on the top, rising each side & a small stream flowing through it. ~ In one spot, called the Gate, the passage is very narrow & nearly choaked up by some huge masses of stone, which have fallen from the top, & stopped just at a sufficient height from the bottom, to allow of a passage. ~ From thence we went to Bastei, which is in the centre of the Saxon Swiss & consists of three or four little bark houses for refreshments situated on the summit of a very high rock, which overhangs the river. ~~ From this spot the scene is most magnificent & a storm on the hills in the distance greatly heightened the effect. ~ The rocks rise almost perpendicularly to an immense height on this side of the river, & in some parts have the appearance of masonry ~ in others they terminate in very singular forms. ~~ Dined. ~ Fine trout. ~ Excellent Champagne & Rhine Wine. ~ Started on foot, with a guide, through a valley called Raden, in which the rocks rise in the same way as those at Bastei, in fact they are the back front of the same rocks, ~ descended into the valley by a long flight of steps cut in the rock, ~ took a boat at the village of Raden & went about a mile up the river, where we left it, & walked to the top of the highest mountain, called Lilienstein, which rises in a most singular manner (there follows a tiny sketch of the mountain). ~~ The ascent was very laborious, notwithstanding there are steps. ~ The scene from the summit is very extensive & beautiful & we saw Dresden very distinctly. ~~ Bonaparte attempted to fortify this hill & occupied it some days, but gave up the idea. ~~~ On the opposite side of the river there is another hill, which is fortified, called Konigstein, very similar to Lilienstein, but not so high. The rocks rise so perpendicularly that it has only been necessary to level the top of the walls. ~ This is a strong fortress & here the jewels were kept during the war. ~ There is a third hill of the same shape, on the same side of the river. ~~ 
(In the ruled margin. “Mountains of Bohemia seen from the Saxon Swiss.”) ~~ 
From Lilienstein we returned to the boat in which we went to Raden, ~ from thence through the vale & Amsul grund & Loch, to the village of Rathewald, where we found the carriage waiting for us. ~ Drank another bottle of Champagne, of which we found a cellar in the carriage & returned to Dresden before 10 o’clock. ~ River rapid, Muddy & not broad. ~ Rocks entirely quartz ore. ~ sand formation; with large white grains in it, ~ very soft when first dug & equally hard afterwards. ~ Fine echo at Bastei. ~~ Musicians. The Music of 6 or 8 horns & trumpets beautifully echoed. Horrid idea to maim a man for the service of his maker. ~ Church fine both inside & out ~ built of stone. ~ Fine arcenseion (ascension?)  by Mings & other paintings. ~~~
Stopt at the Church an hour & then walked on the Terrace & looked into an exhibition of Paintings & Manufactures. ~ The former are very poor, & most of them copies from pictures in the gallery. ~ Amongst the latter are beautiful specimens of damask (The Pattern of Silk. In the ruled margin), silk & cotton & as fine as muslin. ~ China Plate, Cutlery, ~ Refined sugar. ~ Printed cottons. ~ Damask & a great variety of other articles. ~ 

Dined at the Table d’Hote at the Stadt Berlin, ~ about 50 persons present. ~ Old General. ~ At 4 went with Mr Zurn, in a boat, to Finlader, originally the residence of Lord Finlader, now used as a Tavern. ~ The house is built on the summit of a steep hill close to the river, which is covered with vines. ~ The view from the Terrace is very extensive & fine. ~ Stopped on our return at Bad. ~ a great crowd eating drinking & smoking ~ ladies knitting. ~~ Got out at the Fogell Weiss. ~ This is an annual exhibition of archery, (The archers fire with cross bows at a wooden bird, attached to the top of a high pole. Some of them very expert. A drummer gives the signal for firing. In a ruled margin) with an accompaniment somewhat like an English Fair. (Wednesday Aug. 11. In ruled margin)

Left Dresden at 3 yesterday afternoon. Reached Leipzig at 10 this morning, ~ stopped till 12 & started for Franckfurt on the Mayne. sic, (Main) ~ Had our luggage plumbed at Lutzen, as for the next 3 stages we passed in & out of the Prussian & Saxon Territories, ~ fine corn country, ~ very busy getting in the harvest. Milch cows at work. ~ In some parts the land is planted in breadths, with a great variety of crops ~ which gives it the appearance of a large garden, ~ few or no fallows. ~ Oxen draw here with their heads, ~ a small bar is fixed across the front of the head fastened to the horns, they appear to work well & with care, ~ in some cases they are fastened to the pole, in others work with traces. ~~~ 
(In ruled margin. We were followed all the way from Leipzig by a Mr Maberly from Odessa & a young Idiotic Yorkshire wool dealer, whom we had met at Mr Syfurths. ~ his name is Bulkiley.) ~

Passed through Weimar in the night. Eyk, ~ 1 small M. Angelo. ~ a bust of a man smoking, ~ several carved ivory cups & other pieces very fine,~ numerous paintings from churches. ~~ 1 fine Claude. ~ 1 Murillo. ~ 1 Vandyck. ~ &c &c &c. There is also a collection of casts, amongst which are, the Elgin Marbles. ~ The Apollo. ~ Diana Venatrix. ~ Adonis. ~ Germanicus. ~ Laocoon. ~ Castor & Pollux. ~ Hypus. ~ The Wrestler. &c &c. and numerous busts. ~ 

Dined at the Table d’Hote, about 80 persons at table.
Walked about the Town & in the Shrubberies, fine geraniums, ~ orange trees &c. in one part. ~~ 
Supped in the supper Salle at our hotel, about 30 persons at table. ~ Wintor, the head waiter, the most active fellow I have ever seen. ~ Dandyfied cravat ~ rises at 3 ~  & about 20 others. ~~

(Monday Aug. 15th. In ruled margin)

Left Frankfurt at 5 this morning for this place (Coblenz), ~ fine morning but cold, ~ passed the Tabak Fabrik of the Brothers Bolaugaro, about 4 miles from F. The building is very large & handsome & situated as it is on the River, looks like a Schloss. ~ Passed through Hocheim & saw the celebrated garden, which is close to the church. ~ From the hill there is a fine view of Mayence, with the confluence of the Main with the Rhine, and vineyards almost as far as the eye can reach. (In the ruled margin. Grapes lost this year. ~ Prunings placed in bundles on the top of stakes. ~ Saw a Hoopoe by the road side. ~) 
Crossed the Rhine by the bridge of boats. ~ This bridge is removed in winter. ~ I noticed on the river 6 or 8 floating mills moored together, & worked by the stream, which is very rapid. ~~ Changed horses at Mayence & proceeded to Bingen, losing (the) right of the River, till we reached the latter place. ~ Austrian & Prussian soldiers in Mayence. ~ Remains of a roman aqueduct near the town. ~ Johannisberger, ~ Rudesheimer, ~ old castle fitted up as hunting box. ~~ From Bingen the road is all the way to this place by the side of the river. ~ The hills on the opposite side of the river are covered with vines to the top, wherever there is sufficient earth ~ & in many parts on the side we came. ~ Fine rocks ~ slate, numerous castles, most romantically situated. ~ Walnut Trees. ~ Small towns & villages very neat. ~ River clear, but very shallow in parts & also in some places narrow, where it flows with great rapidity. ~ 

(In ruled margin. Posting very good & fast on this part of the Rhine. Stopped near Bingen on crossing a bridge by an armed Customhouse Officer, who was about to examine our luggage on entering the Prussian State, but took a fee very dexterously under my leg & let us pass.)~~ 
Arrived here at 7 o’clock ~ Drove to the Post house ~ full ~ found good quarters in the 3 Swiss, which is close to the river & opposite the castle of Ehrinbrockstein.~

(Monday Aug. 16th. In ruled margin)

Walked about the Town, crossed the wooden bridge & climbed up to the Fortress by a back way, as the Governor was absent, & we were unable procure our orders. ~ This immense fortification occupies the summit of a hill 800 feet above the river & on three sides rising almost perpendicular. ~~ The approach to it is by a winding road cut in the rock & in some places supported on arches. ~ There is also another by a flight of 576 steps, each 8in. high & in a straight line: on each side of this there is a railway, & small carts are drawn up by a Machine on the top. ~ In this way all the building materials have been carried up. ~ At the bottom they are building a large Martello & on the top of the steps there will be a tower 130 feet high. ~ This Fortress has been 8 years building & it will take 6 more to complete it. ~ The whole is bomb proof. ~ It will contain accommodation for a garrison of 8000 men & will mount 450 cannon. ~~ 200 workmen are employed on it, at wages of 1/- 1/3 & 1/6 per day. ~~ The tops of many of the walls are covered with hewn Lava, which is found near Andornach. ~ It is very hard, ~ the rock on which the fortress stands is slate. ~ In one part they have blasted off 18 feet. ~ From the summit the view is very extensive & fine. ~ Immediately beneath flows the Rhine & on the opposite side is the town, beyond & above which is a large fortress called the Emperor Alexander, ~ on the right the confluence of the Moselle with the Rhine, the stone bridge across the former & a third fortress, called Emperor Francis, besides this there is a small one called the D. of Wellington & another to the left of Ehreneils (Ehrenbreitstein) & on the same side of the river called Frd. Will. (Frederick William) ~ In the distance are the hills on the banks of Moselle & on the right the Rhine with the towns of Neiwied, Andornach &c. ~ Left Coblentz at 11 ~ for Bonn ~ saw but little of the river, fine fertile country, like a garden. ~ 
(In the ruled margin. Passed 2 Pilgrimages of country folk going to a monastery about 16 miles on the other side of Coblentz). 
Reached Bonn about 5 o’clock. ~ Drove to the Star which is a pretty good Inn. ~~

Memoranda for Frankfurt on the Mayne.
Monument near the Freidberger Gate, erected by Fred. Will. IInd of Prussia in 1793, to some Hessians who fell there in 1792, ~ base of large stones in imitation of basalt ~ the pedestal of marble surmounted by a battering ram shield, club & lions skins in bronze. 
(In the ruled margin. A small sketch of the monument)

Prisoners sweep the streets in the morning, in chains, 6 of them now before our Inn ~ with a guard of 7 soldiers round them ~ they are well dressed in dark grey jackets & trowsers of the same colour, with metal buttons, as like a grooms overalls. ~~ They are worked very lightly. ~

Ninety seven chambers in this hotel are now occupied & many of them are occupied by families. Gate of Coblentz very strong, on the side towards Mayence. ~~ Fortifications here & elsewhere somewhat similar to the sides of ships ~ with Portholes. ~ Brick work round the Portholes & which is less liable to be injured en masse by cannon balls. ~~
The Postillions in this part of the country are in the habit of changing the horses & returning if they happen to meet a carriage about ½ way on a station, & the parties will permit it. ~ This saves the horses the journey back. ~~
Dined~ I called on Dr Meyer. ~ Heavy rain. ~ Not far from Bonn on the road to Coblentz there is a chateau called Brunn Schloss which contains a large gallery of Paintings & has large gardens & walks attached to it. ~ No one resides there, but an old man, who shews it to strangers. It is not in the direct road, but to go to it only increases the distance for a Ger. Mile. ~ Near Bonn on the same side there is also a watering place called. (name not entered.)
(Tuesday Aug. 17th. In ruled margin)

Walked about the Town, ~ fine Cathedral. ~ Large University ~ buildings in rather a ruinous state. ~ Likely to be improved. ~ Dr Meigers Museum outside the town, a tasty little building, not yet finished. ~ Breakfasted at ½ past 6 & left for Cologne, 1 stage, ~ arrived there at 9. ~ Took a second breakfast at the Kaiserlich hof, an excellent Inn. ~ Took a stroll through the Town, with a Valet de Place. ~ I saw the Cathedral, which would be a splendid pile if completed, but in its present condition looks rather ruinous. ~ The Choir is the only part finished, it contains a tomb said to be that of the 3 Kings from the East, ~ whose bodies are reported in a splendid box, set with jewels ~ many of which however have been replaced by paste imitations. ~ The tomb of Mary de Medici, who died at Cologne, in the house in which Rubens was born. ~~ Fine stained glass windows. ~ The exterior of the end of the choir is very handsome. Round Tower. ~ Roman Parties to the Hotel de Ville. (Church of (gap left for name) containing the bones of the 11,000 Virgins. ~ Church of St Peter, containing a fine Painting by Rubens ~) ~ Eau de Cologne. Johann Maria Farina. ~ River ~ Grosse Platz. ~ Strongly fortified. ~ Walls partly built of basalt. ~~
Left at 12 for Aix. ~ wet afternoon. ~ Reached Aix at 9. ~ The Grand Hotel full ~ as well as the Dragon D’Or, they however promised us beds first room at the latter. ~ Town full of English. Supped at the Table d’Hote, with Gen’r Sir Miles Nightingale & his lady. ~ The Gen’r a haughty Noble, but his wife a very agreable woman. He spoke very highly of the Pasha of Egypt, with whom he had lately had an interview on terms of equality, did not seem to admire Salt, who would not allow Lady to go into the Seraglio as she had done elsewhere, because he considered it a breach of etiquette. &c &c. ~

(In the ruled margin. The General & his Lady are just come from Italy & informed us that on the 9th of July the weather was hotter at Venice that they had ever known it in the E. or the Indies. ~ Gen’r N. considers Ehrinsbreitstein, properly garrisoned, would be impregnable.)

(Wednesday Aug. 18th. In ruled margin)

Reached Liege at 1 o’clock & dined at the Table d’Hote at the Aigle Noir. ~ Heavy rain. ~ We were informed at Liege that it had rained there every day for 6 weeks ~ & that the corn was very much injured. ~ The rain continued so heavy that we were unable to see the town, but passed the castle mentioned in Quentin Durward. on entering its Market Women with enormous broad brimmed beaver hats. ~ Some fortifications on the hills on each side. Left Liege at 4 o’clock for Brussels. ~ fine rich country but very hilly. ~ Paved roads all the way from Aix. ~~ Very cold night ~ high wind & very keen. ~  Passed through Louvain about 2 o’clock, ~ Hotel de Ville ~ a superb specimen of Gothic Architecture. ~ 
(Thursday Aug.19. In ruled margin)
Within about a mile of Brussels the near hind wheel came off & let us down, but without any injury to ourselves or the carriage. ~ The Postillion ran back for a smith, but fortunately found the screw at a distance of at least a ¼ of a mile. ~ The Postillions in this part are a great improvement on those of Prussia or Saxony & they drive about 7 miles in an hour. ~ Reached Brussels at 5 o’clock, drove to the Hotel de Hollande. ~ 
(In ruled margin. A very good Inn & not dear.) 
Lay down till 10 ~ breakfasted and walked about the town, in the Park & on the Ramparts which have recently been levelled & planted. ~ Dined at 5 o’clock. ~ Went to the Theatre ~ Opera of Paul & Virginia. ~ House thin & gloomy. ~ This Theatre has been recently erected & is a large handsome building. ~ There are columns all round the outside, something in the style of the Italian Opera house ~ but square. ~ Café des mille Collones. ~

(Friday Aug. 20th. In ruled margin)

Very wet morning & heavy rain all last night. ~ Hired a Cabriolet to go to Waterloo. ~ Pouring rain all the way there & back & whilst there. ~ Was shewn the field of battle by Da Costa, Napoleons guide. ~ Paid an imperial price for the same. ~ 2 Monuments on Mt. St Jean ~ 1 to Lord Gordon, very neat & in good taste, the other to the Hessians. ~ These two Monuments are erected on the right & left of the road close to the spot which Wellington occupied with his staff at the commencement of the Battle. ~ A few hundred yards to the right they are raising a large mound on which is to be erected a lofty tower surmounted by the Belgian Lion. ~ In digging away the earth to raise this mound numerous bones ~ skulls &c are turned up & several boys were actively employed in picking up teeth, buttons, bullets &c &c ~ which they offer for sale. ~ 8000 men were buried near this spot. ~ Farm of La haye Sainte. ~ Colonel Ponsonby. ~ Met a large party of English. ~ Returned to dinner at 5. ~ The road from Bruxelles to Waterloo lies thro’ a wood nearly all the way. ~~

(Sunday Aug. 22nd. In ruled margin)

Fine morning ~ Grand procession in honour of the Virgin Mary from the Cathedral through all the principal Streets of the Town. ~~ Large Altar & crucifix erected just below the Inn. ~ Figure of the Virgin from the Cathedral splendidly dressed in the style of the time of Queen Elisabeth. ~ Carried by 6 men. ~ Wax candles, probably 2000 in the procession & before each house on the streets in which it passed. ~ 3 or 4 Candles were lighted & suffered to burn as long as it continued in sight. ~ (In the ruled margin.
